During their visit to the 2007 Venice Biennale, Tač.ka realized 
a performance called „Full-stop on Non-participation of BiH 
at the Venice Biennale“. We installed a black full stop, 80-cen-
timeters in diameter and made of cardboard, either in front of, 
or on the official Biennale exhibits. Its use was not unilateral 
and was not intended to provide an esthetic supplement. It 
changed the method and principle of connecting with artworks, 
thus changing their contextual connotations. It was presented 
with/on specific works made by individual artists, continuously 
moving to and from those works, across the field of mimeses, 
metaphor and presentation. They entered into the field of es-
thetic activity and, through photographs, changing and moving 
it from one to another context all the time.

One-fourth of a carpet found in the junk (properly washed and dried 
out) lies in a corner of the room so that its cut-off sides are put against 
the wall, i.e. against the mirrors. In parallel to those cut-off sides of 
the carpets there are these mirrors; together, they make a 90-degree 
angle. Due to an optical phenomenon, one/fourth of the carpet is 
projected on the mirror, creating an imaginary visual whole.

With my need to heal the carpet, to make it a whole again, by 
experiencing it in the psychologically-existential sense as my 
own wound, I have projected, trying to solve the problem on 
a symbolical level, in the space of extra-corporeal - extrapo-
lated (externalized) self-healing. In other words, I define and 
project my personal trauma, related to the problem of iden-
tity, through an apparently healed identification mark in an 
extra-corporeal space.

Nagrada ZVONO 
Naziv Nagrade simbolički i vrijednosno označava i njen smisao. 
Nagrada nosi ime po ličnosti, umjetničkoj pojavi ili grupi važnoj 
za razvoj i historiju moderne / savremene umjetnosti u svakoj 
od zemalja u kojoj se nagrada dodjeljuje.
Nagrada za Bosnu i Hercegovinu dobila je ime po umjetničkoj 
grupi ZVONO koju su 1982. godine u Sarajevu osnovali Alek-
sandar Bukvić, Sadko Hadžihasanović, Narcis Kantardžić, Sead 
Čizmić, Biljana Gavranović i Kemal Hadžić. Oni grupi daju ime 
po kafeu ZVONO u kome se najčešće okupljaju. Kao tek završeni 
studenti Akademije likovnih umjetnosti u Sarajevu, upućeni u 
savremene umjetničke tokove, ne čekaju da budu prepoznati 
u postojećem sistemu umjetnosti. Željni promjene, formira-
ju grupu koja će djelovati van institucija i na način do tada 
nepoznat i nepriznat u našoj umjetničkoj sredini. Organiziraju 
umjetničke akcije, performanse, izložbe na najneuobičajenijim 
mjestima: barovima, ulicama, izlozima prodavnica, u prirodi. 
Njihove grupne akcije (igre na stadionima, parodije i zabave) 
izraz su generacijske samo-identifikacije, dok svako od njih 
u svom individualnom radu traži i razvija vlastitu plastičnu 
formu i poetiku u širokom spektru „Nove slike“ (“New Image”) 
osamdesetih godina. Aktivnost grupe ZVONO (posebno njen 
izrazito aktivistički odnos prema kulturnom prostoru u kojem 
djeluje) pretstavlja najradikalnije ‘ponašanje’ na umjetničkoj 
sceni Bosne i Hercegovine toga vremena.
„... Kao da su ovi umjetnici pošli od pretpostavke da ono što 
se u našoj istoriji moderne umjetnosti praktično nije dogodilo 
može biti nadoknađeno jednim panterski furioznim gestom 
apsolviranja brojnih tema i problema iz savremene svjetske 
umjetnosti.“1 
Početkom rata u bivšoj Jugoslaviji većina članova raselila se po 
svijetu, od Evrope do Kanade.

The ZVONO Award 
In each participating country the Award is named after one 
person or artist’s group deserving to the development in the 
field of Modern or Contemporary Art.
SCCA decided that the name of the Award would be ZVONO as 
a tribute to the artist’s group formed in Sarajevo in 1982 and 
active until the outbreak of war in 1992. Its members were 
Biljana Gavranović, Sadko Hadžihasanović, Sejo Čizmić, Narcis 
Kantardžić, Kemal Hadzić and Aleksandar Saša-Bukvić (consi-
dered being the initiator of the group’s collaborative work and 
the driving force behind its organization and promotion). Most 
of these artists had graduated from the newly established Aca-
demy of Fine Arts in Sarajevo.
The group, named after the Zvono café (Zvono/The Bell) in 
which these artists met. Well-informed about current artistic 
ideas, not yet accepted and recognized into the infrastructure 
of the existing art system they started to exhibit and present 
their works and performances in the most out-of-the-ordinary 
places: in bars, in the streets, in stadiums and shop-windows. 
Activity of the ZVONO group (especially its engaged relation 
to the cultural space) represents the most radical ‘behavior’ 
in the B&H art scene in ‘80s. Meanwhile, their stadium games, 
parodies and parties, that merry search for generational self-
identification, must be separated from their individual search 
for their own plastic forms and poetics. In their individual wor-
ks, they brought the formal characteristics of the “New Image” 
of the eighties.
“It is as if these artists set out from the supposition that 
everything that didn’t actually happen in our history of modern 
art can be compensated for in one furious panther-like jump/
gesture of absorbing numerous topics and issues from the mo-
dern art heritage” (Aleksandar Adamović).1 
In the beginning of the war in 1992 majority of the group mem-
bers migrated all over the world, from Europe to Canada. 

Cilj nagrade
Cilj Nagrade je pružiti podršku mladim stvaraocima, olakšati 
im daljnju djelatnost, smiještajući ih sa položaja marginalne 
prema središnjoj ulozi u društvu, putem stvaranja pozitivnog 
konteksta oko mladog stvaralaštva, kreativnosti i inovativnosti 
s kojom bi se društvo moglo i trebalo identificirati. Važne kark-
teristike ustrojstva Nagrade su otvorenost i javnost konkursa i 
njegove organizacije, pri čemu međunarodni žiri mora garanti-
rati da će pobjednik natjecanja i dobitnik nagrade biti izabran 
fer, bez predrasuda, i da će odluka o pobjedniku biti temeljena 
u cjelosti na stručnoj procjeni. Nagrada za mlade umjetnike 
je zamišljena kao novo i prestižno mjesto okupljanja na-
jkreativnijih snaga savremene scene, lokalno, gdje se nagrada 
održava, ali i regionalno, među državama koje su prihvatile 
organizaciju nagrade.

The Aim of
ZVONO Award
The aim is to provide support to young creative artists and fa-
cilitate the continuation of their activities by shifting them from 
the marginal to a central role in a society by creating a positive 
context for the young art, creativity and innovativeness with 
which society could and should identify. The important featu-
res of the Award are the openness and the public accessibility 
of the contest, as well as the accessibility to public scrutiny 
of the entire organization of the contest for the young artist, 
while the Jury composed of experts has to guarantee that the 
award winner is selected in a affair way, without prejudice, and 
that the decision on the winner rests entirely upon professional 
considerations. The project of the Award has been conceived 
as a new and prestigious point of gathering of the most crea-
tive forces of contemporary scene, locally, where the award is 
being awarded, but also regionally, in the countries where the 
award is acknowledged.

Upon viewing and analyzing all of the applicants and their 
works, the Jury has concluded that the majority of this year’s 
applications are of a high quality both in their artistic idea and 
the realization. Out of 29 applicants the Jury has unanimously 
selected 4 finalists:
Ervin Babić, Sarajevo
Arman Kulašić, Sarajevo
Miodrag Manojlović, Banja Luka
The Group TAČKA, Prijedor

The criteria for the selection have been based on the ideas 
of innovativeness, social involvement and engagement and 
self positioning within wider life context. The Jury has valued 
the works upon current debates and subjects in contemporary 
arts. The purpose of the ZVONO award is to point out to the 
local, regional and international art community of young artists 
and the current art production in Bosnia and Herzegovina. 
The Jury would also like to use this opportunity to mention 
the works and the artistic methods used by Iva Simčić, Leila 
Čmajčanin, Ibro Hasanović and Emir Šehanović.
These artists have succeeded to make a step forward in expre-
ssing their artistic procedures, while the finalists have clearly 
articulated their art position within relevant social subjects and 
relations. It is the Jury’s point of view that the works of the 
finalists have successfully questioned the context within which 
they act, not only by detecting the state of the society, but also 
by raising the dialogue between an individual and the society.

Historijat nagrade 
Wendy W. Luers, direktorica Foundation for Civil Society (SAD) 
je u suradnji s Chalupecky Assotiation 1991. godine u Pragu 
(Čehoslovačka) osnovala nagradu za mlade likovne umjet-
nike. Nagrada je dobila ime Jindrich Chalupecky po velikom 
češkom istoričaru umjetnosti. Danas je Nagrada Chalupecky 
jedna od najprestižnijih „mjesta“ češke savremene umjetnosti, 
a dosadašnjim dobitnicima ona služi kao jedna od najvrijed-
nijih profesionalnih referenci, ne samo unutar Češke, već i na 
međunarodnoj umjetničkoj sceni. Nagrada nazvana po drugom 
velikom povjesničaru umjetnosti, Oscaru Čepanu, u Slovačkoj 
je inicirana 1996. pod prvobitnim nazivom Slovačke nacionalne 
umjetničke nagrade, a novo ime nosi od 2001. godine kada 
je Soros centar za savremenu umjetnost u Bratislavi preuzeo 
njenu organizaciju.
Od 2002. godine Foundation for Civil Society i Trust for Mutual 
Understending Nagradu proširuju i na države Jugozapadnog 
Balkana: Hrvatsku, Srbiju, Makedoniju, Kosovo, Sloveniju, 
Bosnu i Hercegovinu, Bugarsku i Albaniju. 
Organizatori Nagrade obavezali su se da će omogućiti svim 
sudionicima da se međusobno povežu s namjerom da se intezi-
vira saradnja i razmjena iskustava. Od 2006. godine, stvara 
se međunarodna mreža institucija koje u pojedinim zemljama 
organiziraju Nagrada za mlade likovne umjetnike (Young Visual 
Artists Award) YVAA, sa središtem u Center for Exchange of 
Visual Arts pri FCSA u Bratislavi.
Centar za savremenu umjetnost, Sarajevo (SCCA), zajedno sa 
Fondacijom za civilno društvo /The Fondation for Civil Society/ 
i Trust for Mutual Understending  iz New Yorka, osnovao je 
godišnju Nagradu za mlade likovne umjetnike (do 35 godina 
starosti) ZVONO, 2006. godine. SCCA nagradu ZVONO u BiH 
realizira u saradnji sa Centrom za vizuelne komunikacije PRO-
TOK i Muzejom za savremenu umjetnost RS iz Banja Luke.
Dobitnik/ca Nagrade ZVONO kao nagradu dobija 6-nedjeljni 
boravak u prestižnom njujorškom ISCP umjetničkom centru, 
te samostalnu izložbu u Umjetničkoj galeriji BiH Sarajevu. Lala 
Raščić i Mladen Miljanović su dobitnici nagrade ZVONO za 
2006. i 2007. godinu.
Nagradom ZVONO i Bosna i Hercegovina dobila je jednu od na-
cionalnih nagrada u nizu nagrada sličnog karakter pokrenutih 
u srednjoj Evropi i jugozapadnom Balkanu.

History of  
The Young Visual 
Artists Award 
In 1990, when Václav Havel, Jiří Kolář and Theodor Pištěk fo-
unded the Jindřich Chalupecký Award, their express goal was 
to create a prestigious award in Czechoslovakia that would re-
cognize young artists under 35 and expose them to the larger 
world. Wendy W. Luers, Director of the Foundation for Civil 
Society (USA) together with the Chalupecký Association, esta-
blished the Award in 1991 in Prague. Today the Chalupecky 
Award has become one of the most prestigious ”places“ in Cze-
ch contemporary art, and has become one of the most valuable 
professional references to the former winners, not only in Cze-
ch Republic but also at the international art scene.
The founders and the original committee had initiated somet-
hing much larger than an annual award and fellowship for a 
young Czech artist. First, when Slovakia became independent, 
a “sister” award—now called the Oskár Čepán Award—was 
born. The attractive model of the Chalupecký and Čepán Awar-
ds sparked interest with the Centers for Contemporary Art in 
countries further to the south and east. With funding from the 
Trust for Mutual Understanding (TMU), Wendy Luers, president 
of the Foundation for a Civil Society in New York (FCS), which 
has organized the US fellowships since 1990, travelled to the 
Balkans in the late 1990s. New awards (Young Visual Artists 
Award – YVAA) mushroomed in the newly independent states 
of the former Yugoslavia: Croatia, Serbia, Kosovo, Macedonia, 
Bosnia and Herzegovina and Slovenia. Since 2008 Bulgaria and 
Albania are joining the circle known as YVAA program.
Sarajevo Canter for Contemporary Art (SCCA) founded the Yo-
ung Visual Artists Award in Bosnia and Herzegovina – ZVONO 
in 2006. SCCA local partners are Center for Visual Commu-
nications “Protok” and the Museum for Contemporary Art RS 
in Banja Luka. Lala Raščić and Mladen Miljanović won the 
ZVONO Award in 2006 and 2007.
The highly successful Chalupecký model has been replicated 
in all the other countries: a transparent competition for artists 
under 35 decided by an independent and changing jury, an ex-
hibition of the award finalists at a prestigious gallery or muse-
um, an award ceremony, and a travel fellowship to the United 
States followed by a solo exhibition of the winner upon his/her 
return. The residency in the United States has been a six-week 
stay in New York with a studio at the International Studio and 
Curatorial Program for each of the winning artists. The Founda-
tion for a Civil Society administers the residencies and the Trust 
for Mutual Understanding has been their dedicated funder.
